Food Chain and Web Worksheet
In a prairie ecosystem, there are two major producers.  One plant is a grass called Little Bluestem while the other is called Switchgrass. 
There are many herbivores that eat the two types of grass.  Little Bluestem is eaten by the Handsome Grasshopper, the Northern Mole Cricket, Blanding’s Turtle and the Prairie Vole.  Switchgrass is eaten by the Milkweed Horned Beetle, Blanding’s Turtle, Bison, the Thirteen – Lined Ground Squirrel and Prairie Chicken. Common Rabbits eat both types of grass.  
In addition, there are many ominvores and carnivores.  Meadowlarks, a kind of bird, eat Northern Mole Crickets.  The Greater Prairie Chicken eats the Milkweed Horned Beetle.  The Short-Eared Owl eats Prairie Voles.   Coyotes eat Common Rabbits and Prairie Voles.  The Northern Harrier, a type of hawk, eats Prairie Voles and Greater Prairie Chickens.  
Draw two food chains that have two organisms. Label each as a producer or consumer.
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Draw three food chains that have three organisms. Label each as a producer or consumer.

Draw one food chain that has four organisms. Label each as a producer or consumer.
