Newton’s Laws of Motion Poster
In this activity, you will create posters that describe Newton’s Laws of Motion.  Up to three people can work on the same poster. Ink, pencil, colored pencil, markers and crayons can be used to create the poster.
Framework for grading posters:
· Names of all group members written on the back of the poster.

Newton’s First Law of Motion

· The law is stated in the student’s own words.
· Two original examples of the law are described in words.

· The two examples are shown as a picture, diagram etc.

Newton’s Second Law of Motion
·  The correct formula for Newton’s Second Law is shown on the poster.

· An original sample problem is written on the poster.

· The problem is solved with work shown and correct units used.

Newton’s Third Law of Motion

· The law is written by the student in their own words.

· One original example of the law is described in words and shown with a diagram.

· One example is described and illustrated as to how the law works when the masses of the two objects are greatly differing. (Rocket launch, hitting a baseball etc.)
